Distraction burglary is where a bogus caller tells lies to con
their way into a home to steal possessions, or creates a
diversion so an accomplice can sneak in. These criminals
often use fake identities, including water, gas and electricity
company personnel.

The following tips will help you to keep any unwelcome
visitors from entering your property:

e STOP  Are you expecting anyone? Is the back door
locked?
e CHAIN Putthe chain on before opening the door

e CHECK Ask to see the caller’s identification. Check it
by phoning the company they claim to be
from.
