Footpaths & Environment Report

February 2016
Hurstbourne Volunteers - Parish Working Party 6th February 2016

Just under thirty people turned out on a wet and blustery day, meeting in three locations in the village to carry out tidying and light maintenance.

At Ibthorpe, the volunteers tackled the drainage by the bridge at Windmill Lane, removing approximately 18 tonnes of silt. Five bags of litter were collected, signs were washed and extra channels dug to take surface water away from the road into the Swift in Ibthorpe. 

At the northern end of the village the group collected about ten bags of litter and assorted rubbish. Verges were strimmed, the footpath to the East of The Rank cut back and steps have been made from the North “bridge” on The Green to the pavement near Londis. Drains were cleared and a number of trees on The Green pruned.  

The Church Street group collected four sacks of rubbish from the B3048 and A343. The area around the Community Centre was swept and tidied and turf laid under the goal post. The wire netting on the footbridge was removed as it had become damaged and replaced with anti-slip strips and the growth under the tree seat in the children’s playing area was trimmed. 

Thank you to everyone who took part and to TVBC for the loan of litter pickers, high viz vests and rubbish sacks, also for so promptly collecting the filled bags from three locations.

Community Emergency Action Plan

In extreme conditions such as heavy snow and flooding, there is a possibility that the emergency services may not be able to reach the scene immediately. In such circumstances, the initial response may rely entirely on local people. To co-ordinate such activity, some councils have formulated a Community Emergency Plan to help their community to prepare for an emergency and reduce its impact. The idea is that local communities may know about particular hazards and problems that affect an area, be aware of individuals who might need assistance in an emergency, and have access to people, resources or buildings that allow them to respond more effectively to specific incidents.

Examples of what a plan might include:

· Nominated points of contact for emergency services and local authority

· Detail of communication channels

· Register of specialist skills in community – eg first aid

· Knowledge of vulnerable residents and requirements
· Arrangements for short term shelter if required

· Initial response guides and trigger points for likely scenarios
