Hurstbourne Tarrant Community Speed Watch

Report to Parish Council January 2016

Community Speed Watch

The Community Speed Watch scheme is (temporarily) suspended until a new Speed Indicator Device is purchased.  Two quotations were forwarded for consideration in December.  Funding for the device needs to be obtained.  When we have a SID, it is proposed that there will be five teams each of two volunteers.  Each team will “adopt” a nearby pole and be responsible for collecting the SID from the previous site, fixing it to “their” pole in accordance with an agreed roster and monitoring its security during the period that it is mounted on “their” pole.  The SID and solar panel will be moved on a rotational basis every three weeks for optimum effect. 

A343 Safe Routes to School Crossing  

A paper has been circulated addressing concerns about the A343 Safe Routes to School Crossing and options that have been proposed.  The decision must be based on one simple principle “The safest route for pedestrians [especially children] to cross the road”, but other factors come to bear ... if the route is longer, it may not be used; if there are costs involved, it must be affordable; whatever option is chosen, it must be approved by Highways and H&S.   

Outstanding Traffic matters

There are three road matters outstanding, namely:

1. To limit the speed of traffic coming into the village from Newbury, it is recommended that a Build-out of the East side of the pavement to link with the Southern central traffic-splitter island near the Garage be installed.

2. The surface of the bridge has developed cracks, it is recommended that a weight limit is imposed on the bridge until it is strengthened and repaired.  

3. A bad pothole is developing on the A343 near Thatchers Cottage.  This has been noted by Highways.
